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Reminder for playing ON-COUrSe: You need to prepare the following items before you going to

the golf course.

3. Golf ball: Players need to prepare at least 8 to 10 golf balls for each round of golf especially for
green golfers.

4. Tee & BALL MARKER TEE should be used to let the ball sit on the teeing box so that the golf
ball can be hit out further and easier. We need to use ball markers to identify our own golf ball on
the green so that we can clean the ball before putting. Coins, tee, or ball-marker clips are usually
used to perform the tasks.

3. Golf Shoes A pair of golf shoes instead of normal sports shoes is required to play on most golf

courses.

4. Umbrella it is very important to have an umbrella in your golf bag for a rainy day or sunny day.

5. Golf clubs and golf bag: Driver/ Wood, iron ( 7 iron, Pitching wedge & Sand Wedge) & putter

are the least required clubs to play a round of golf. Don’ t forget to put them into a proper golf bag

too.

6. Proper golf outfit this included collared t-shirt ( or any golf shirt) & a pair of non-jeans trousers
or shirt.

7. Cash and octopus that has enough money This is the best solutions to solve the problems when
you forgot bringing any items on this list.

8. Sufficient amount of water and small amount of snacks: A minimum of 500ml| water or energy
drinks is preferred. Also, snacks like banana, cakes, biscuits or chocolate would be good for energy
and concentration recovery.

9. When the weather is hot, you should:

a) Bring at least 1000ml of water or energy drinks b) an extra set of golf outfit c¢) sunscreend)
hat/cap e) small towel

10. when the weather is cold, you should:

a) bring a hat/cap that can keep your head warm b) a warm jacket c) sunscreen d) snacks

Most golf shops would have the above item for sales

You need to pay attention on the following things too:

1.

You need to keep the pace (i.e. speed) when you playing golf. Playing or walking too slow wiill
affect your playing partner’ s performance or affect other players in the golf course. Be
ready to hit all the time, and while you are waiting, you should:
Place the trolley and golf bag on the right-hand side of your ball ( except on the green), so
that you can pick your golf club easily.
Wear gloves/ estimate the landscape for your next golf shot.
On the teeing box, you can 1) have the ball you going to hit and the club you going to use ready
2) mark the score for the last hole you played



Safety issue
Make sure that no one is standing in the distance that your ball can hit them.
Bear in mind that people playing the hole have the right to hit golf ball first. If your
ball accidentally hit to other’ s fairway, rush back to your own fairway after you hit
your golf ball. .

Order of play: Whom have the golf ball further away from the hole should hit first.
